The whole-of-government approach of Canada, Germany, and the United States in Afghanistan
Abstract 

The research project examines and compares the whole-of-government approaches – that is a combination of the foreign, defence, and development policies – of Canada, Germany, and the United States in the context of Afghanistan. The project determines similarities and differences of those country’s whole-of-government policies, and evaluates the reasons for the lack of coordination among the three counties. The hypothesis of the project is that the whole-of-government policies of Canada, Germany, and the United States are diverse. Specifically, intervening factors at the state, societal, and individual level make coordination of them and thus their effectiveness nearly impossible.
